No residents or taxpayers were for or against said Code. Hearing was closed at 6:02.
A presentation from JEO Consulting Group represented by Dana Genereux was held at 6:02 PM on the 10th day of January 2023. Dana was contracted by the Iowa DNR Urban Forestry Management to collect data from our city trees. Dana was here back in the Summer of 2022 collecting GPS data and overall stated that Early was doing a very great job maintaining our Urban Forestry. Out of 528 trees inventoried he recommended to remove 8 trees (Ash), also to keep an eye on and prune as needed an additional 10 trees (Ash). Currently there are 34 species of trees, the top three being Maple 49%, Ash 17%, and Spruce 9%. Dana recommended to the Council of a budgeting plan to remove and maintain the current population as well as to avoid planting Maples in case of an unknown disease would sweep through, our City would be severely impacted. Dana suggested to plant Oak, or even Kentucky Coffee tree. Residents can view the Management Plan on our website.
