A motion was made by Council Langner and seconded by Councilor Scadden to approve the American legion Liquor License renewal. On a show of hands. Ayes: Scadden, Madden, Blackman, Langner. Absent: Pickhinke. Motion passed.

A motion was made by Councilor Blackman seconded by Councilor Scadden to adjourn the meeting at 7:00 PM. Meeting closed.
