No immediate updates to follow the improvements for the well. There are still a lot of moving parts and finalization of the Engineering Report will be within the deadline of April 30th. The City Clerk addressed the Council regarding the timeline for funding the project. A public hearing will go out in the newspaper to be held on April 22nd, 2025.
